
Clerk Maxwell Cancer Research Fund 2024
Supporting a spectrum of cancer research solutions

The Clerk Maxwell Cancer Research Fund is pleased to invite applications for small to medium research project grants.

In recognition of James Clerk Maxwell’s theories and in keeping with the remit of the Fund, awards will focus on projects involving cancer and electromagnetism, although the latter may be interpreted broadly.

Purpose

The main purpose of the funding is to facilitate innovative projects involving cancer and electromagnetism.

Conditions of Award

Applications for funding support in the range of £10,000-£80,000 will be considered from researchers based in Scottish Universities for projects lasting 1-3 years (maximum). 

Criteria for selection include:

1. Evidence of the project’s contribution to cancer research involving electromagnetism that is internationally competitive and improving Scotland’s reputation and standing in the world;

2. Potential for wider benefits to Scottish cancer research as a result of the project; and

3. Potential for significant impact on health in Scotland as a result of the project.

The aim of the award is to generate as much impact and awareness of James Clerk Maxwell and his contribution to electromagnetism and its potential in Cancer research.
Successful applicants will be expected to use part of their funding (~£500-£1000) to generate a professional video (at least 5 minutes) for public viewing that will describe the work and its outcomes, which will be distributed by SINAPSE. Additionally, presentations on progress and outcomes will be made at SINAPSE Annual Scientific Meetings and applicants must demonstrate that they will proactively share results with the scientific and healthcare communities.
